Camerata Junior collaborates with the musician and researcher Nikos Xanthoulis
in his new concerto for seven-stringed ancient Greek lyre, which incorporates
new techniques. The concerto was presented in its first world performance by
the Orchestra at Megaron-The Athens Concert Hall in May 2025. The sound
of the seven-stringed lyre, unknown but also familiar, evokes memories of
a collective unconscious, as it participates in the universal harmony that the
great philosophers, led by Pythagoras, struggled to listen to. The youth section
of the Orchestra will also take on two major works of the symphonic repertoire,
Beethoven’s Egmont Overture and Schubert’s “Unfinished” Symphony.

Two keyboard instruments (accordion and piano) trace music from famous film
soundtracks and the musical masterpieces of Manos Hadjidakis.

Dr. Nikos
Xanthoulis, composer, lyricist, scientific associate of the Academy of Athens
and corresponding member of the Archaeological Institute of America, revived
the lost technique of the instrument through the illustrations of the vases, the
original sources and with a lot of daily study of the instrument. Images, sounds,
myths and a lot of music project the panorama of ancient Greek music through
ajourney in time.
