Founded in 1977 by loanna Papantoniou, president of the then Peloponnesian
Folklore Foundation, aimed to inspire children and young people with a love for
traditional dance and song, while introducing elements of our folk culture to the wider
public. In 2000, the dance group integrated into the Friends of the PFF Association.
The dancers are all amateurs and receive no payment for their performances.

The group consistently supports the cultural events of the Municipality of Nafplion
and the Regional Unit of Argolis, and has made numerous appearances both in
Greece and abroad. Notable among these are its major participations in international
festivals and events organized by the Greek National Tourism Organization. Its
extensive work has been repeatedly broadcast on Greek television.

Since 1992, the group has been implementing a program of field research,
familiarization, documentation, and experiential learning of dances and traditional
customs (such as “Boules” and “Kageleftos”) directly in the village squares of the
Greek countryside. Furthermore, it systematically organizes specialized seminars
on local dances from various regions (Salamis, Karpathos, Macedonia, Asia Minor,
and Pontus), actively contributing to the preservation of Greece's cultural heritage.

Our love for the folk culture of the regions where Hellenism took root and flourished
leads us to a special study every year. This year, our Dance Group retraces familiar
steps, studying the musical and dance wealth of the Arvanites of South Evia, Attica,
and Argolida-Korinthia. The Arvanites of these areas form a living part of the Greek
cultural heritage. Inextricably linked to Greek history, they have preserved over the
centuries a distinct tradition filled with pride, rhythm, and authenticity.

At the same time, the Dance Group of Nafplion KAPI (Senior Citizens Center) will
present dances from the Peloponnese, highlighting that a unique musical and dance
tradition was born from the centuries-long coexistence of Greek and Arvanite
populations. Peloponnesian tunes creatively met Arvanitic elements, shaping a
shared cultural idiom that maintains its vitality to this day.

For nearly 50 years, our long-standing activity and excellent cooperation with the
Municipality of Nafplion culminate in an annual tribute to folk culture, during an
evening of an urban folk event featuring remarkable local musicians.

The pinnacle of Byzantine hymnography is expressed through the musical
setting of the three syllables “te-ri-rem”. At the exact point where words,
concepts, verbs, and linguistic clarity cease to exist, music steps in to express
the ineffable. With a mere three syllables, Byzantine composers such as Petros
Peloponnesios, Nikolaos of Smyrna, and other great masters achieved artistic
greatness, exploring the height, depth, and horizon of musical imagination, and
proving their unsurpassed compositional genius. Where a psalm would naturally
end, the composer would “hold” the prayer alive, resurrecting it, accompanying
the thoughts of emperors and believers alike, and extending the hymn in duration,
breath, conceptual expansion, and scope, through the “te-ri-rem”.

The musicAeterna byzantina choir was founded in 2018 by conductor Teodor
Currentzis as the specialized Byzantine member of the musicAeterna artistic
“family”. Under the artistic direction of Antonios Koutroupis, this all-male vocal
ensemble aims to showcase the spiritual and musical wealth of the Byzantine
tradition on the international stage. The two leading musicians collaborate
closely on joint projects, bridging ancient Greek ecclesiastical chant with
demanding contemporary orchestral and choral productions.

Trio Concept was founded in 2013 in Turin. As an ECHO Rising Star for the
2025/2026 season, the Trio was awarded the “Yves Paternot” Prize, the highest
distinction of the Verbier Festival, in recognition of its “outstanding talent and
artistic excellence.” In 2023, the Trio was appointed a YCAT Artist and performed
at Wigmore Hall in London. That same year, it won First Prize at the Schoenfeld
International Competition in China and was selected as an ensemble-in-residence
by ProQuartet in Paris. In Italy, Trio Concept won Second Prize at the Premio Trio
di Trieste, becoming the youngest ensemble ever recognized in the competition’s
history. It also received the Giovanna Maniezzo Prize from the Accademia Chigiana
and was named “Ensemble of the Year 2020-21" by Le Dimore del Quartetto.

Stelios Mastrogiannis (Athens, 2004) moved to Austria in 2015 to study
with Christos Kanettis at the Tiroler Landeskonservatorium, as well as at the
Musikgymnasium Innsbruck. Holding a scholarship from the Ismene Carter Bequest
of the Laskaridis Foundation, he began his studies in 2024 at the Mozarteum
University Salzburg in the class of Benjamin Schmid. Since 2013, he has been
a member of the "Strings in Motion” String Academy and has performed as a
soloist and chamber musician in numerous concert halls across Europe. He has
participated in international masterclasses and has been influenced by musicians
such as Pavel Berman, Thomas Riebl, Boris Brovtsyn, Barnabas Kelemen, and
Jonian llias Kadesha.

Gorka Plada (2002) is a highly versatile pianist and composer with great potential.
He studied at the Yehudi Menuhin School in England and is currently completing his
studies at the Hanns Eisler of Berlin with Eldar Nebolsin. He has been supported by
renowned foundations, such as the Alexander von Humboldt Foundation, to finance
his studies. He was awarded the 2nd prize at the Bartok Competition in Budapest,
the Steinway Forderpreis 2023, and received prizes in the Maria Canals and Santa
Cecilia piano competitions.

Gorka Plada has performed in venues such as the Berlin Philharmonic, the
Concertgebouw, and the Liszt Academy, as well as at festivals like the IMS Prussia
Cove. He has received guidance from leading musicians such as Andras Schiff,
Gyorgy Kurtag, among others, while he has participated in a CD production with
chamber works by Brahms and Hindemith (Resonus), and has recorded a CD with
Jeonghwan Kim featuring their own compositions for two pianos.

The Athens State Orchestra, the oldest Greek orchestral ensemble, was
founded at the end of the 19th century as the Symphony Orchestra of the Athens
Conservatory and gave its first concert under its current name on February 28,
1943. With over 50 annual appearances in Greece and abroad, the ASO presents
an international and domestic repertoire, while performing significant educational
and social work. Leading conductors have collaborated with the Orchestra,
including Richard Strauss, Dimitri Mitropoulos, Hans Knappertsbusch, Lorin
Maazel, and Vladimir Ashkenazy, alongside internationally renowned soloists such
as Rubinstein, Rostropovich, Barenboim, Kavakos, and others. Its past directors
include Manos Hatzidakis and Byron Fidetzis, while Loukas Karytinos has held this
position since October 2020.

Nikos Haliassas is a principal violinist of the Athens State Orchestra. In 2000,
he founded the INTRARTI orchestra. Born in Athens in 1968, he studied violin
and advanced music theory at the Athens Conservatory. In London, he pursued
postgraduate studies in violin at the Royal Academy of Music and the Royal College
of Music, as well as orchestral conducting at Trinity College. He has conducted
numerous symphony orchestras in Greece, Turkey, Sweden, Denmark, Estonia, and
Kazakhstan.
